PUBLIC HEARINGS

Mayor Osborne opened the public hearing on the Small Cities Development Program Grant.

Joan Abercrombie, from the Northwest Multi County HRA, stated the Public hearing is for a Small Cities Development
Program Grant, a housing program funded by federal money that cities can apply to the State of Minnesota. We have
selected the target area as the southern half of the Wood’s Addition. The City surveyed the entire Wood's Addition
but there is only $600,000.00 that we can apply for. After meeting with the Department of Employment and Economic
Development (DEED), they recommended that we cut the areain half. The survey showed the greater need and response
isfrom the Spendley and Almiraarea. We are looking at applying for money for 15 rental and 15 owner occupied units,
which totals $598,750.00. The total project cost is estimated at $775,000.00, so we will need to look at other sources for
additional funding. The grant application is due November 1. The grant awards are done in March or April 2005. If
funded it will bethefall of 2005 before the project could get started. Joan asked if the Council had any questions.

Council Member Sprague asked how the recipients are sel ected.

Abercrombie stated that a letter will be mailed to everyone in the target area soliciting applications. They will be handled
on afirst come, first serve basis.

Council Member Smulan asked if there were income guidelines.
Abercrombie stated that it is currently at 80% of area median income, but tendsto go up alittle each year.

Council Member Sprague asked if the project can be started prior to the remapping of the Wood's Addition after the
flood control project is complete.
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Abercrombie stated that she has talked with Mike MacDonald several times about this and it appears that we will at least
need aletter stating that the areais being remapped even if the maps aren’t completed yet.

Mayor Osborne asked if anyone el se wished to be heard and upon hearing none closed the Public Hearing.
